Speaking of the work being done around The Centre, it is my understanding that 8t Avenue
will be completely closed off again only thistime it will be to replace the sidewalks and to install
new lights and trees. I'm not sure how this will impact The Centre but I’'m hoping that we
won't see arepeat of the inconvenience that the road work caused. I'm told that the fences will
go back up but I don’t know for how long. I'm hoping that CMLC hasa plan in mind to prevent
our door from being closed off to access because that will not only affect our programs but the
barber, the cafeteria and lounge, the Alex’s Food Bank program and the social worker aswell as
the drug store and the grocery store. In short, everything that happens here for the seniors and
other residents of East Village. Our back door is absolutely out of the question so we are talking
to CMLC about a solution. We have been trying to get information from CMLC and the
alderman’s office and will keep you informed of any information we are able to find out.

There have, however, been a couple of accomplishments in the past month. | have been in
contact with Calgary Transit and have arranged for 2 temporary bus stops closer to The Centre.
Oneison 7th Avenue at 5" Street coming into East Village (across from BJs Gym, south side)
and one on 5" Sreet at 7th Avenue going out of East Village (west side of BJs Gym). These
stops now prevent the need to go all the way down to 6" Street when coming and going from
the club. We also have limited handicapped parking again but it isway around the corner on 5th
Street between 7th Avenue and our back alley. This is far too far away to be viable to our
disabled members and users and the area hasn’t been plowed out since the snow so it is entirely
inaccessible. 1've been in contact with Bill Biccum, from our alderman’s office, and Chris
Blaschuk, from the City’s parking department, and I'm hopeful of getting the handicapped
parking moved back in front of our door as well as having the small cut out ramp replaced for
handicapped drop off. I’'m seeing some results but it’s slow going.

On the brighter side of things, Taimi isbusy putting new programstogether and we are going to
start free Saturday dances again. There will be no charge for the dances but food and spirits will
be available for purchase from the cafeteria. Remember, only members and their guests can
purchase alcohol. We'll also be providing free munchies. Hopefully, these dances will see
enough attendance that they will be an ongoing event. And don’t forget, February isValentine's
month so be sureto give your sweetie a kiss!!
