Well ….. Spring is finally here and with it comes great weather, blue skies, green grass and more 
construction in East Village.  Eighth Avenue is torn up again, as are the sidewalks, but take heart in 
that in a few weeks, once it’s all done, we should be back to normal.  I’m very pleased to see the 
bridge across the ditch on the south side of 8th Avenue and the gravel ramps up to the sidewalks on 
both sides of the street.  I sat in my office and watched people struggle across the ditch one day last 
week and immediately called CMLC with my concern.  Some people actually got stuck in the ditch 
and had to be physically helped out.  My call did not go unheeded because a bridge was built the 
very next day.  Unfortunately, the bridge will not accommodate larger wheel chairs but it is now far 
safer for all others to cross the street.  I believe that once the north side of 8th Ave. will be dug up, the 
bridge will be moved over here to allow unrestricted access to DFC.  I want to personally thank 
CMLC for responding to my call and to this problem as quickly as they did.    
 
June 1 – 7 is proclaimed Senior’s Week in Calgary by Mayor Bronconnier.  Most senior’s centres are 
doing some sort of activity to celebrate the week and we will be no exception.  DFC’s activity will be 
a community clean up!  A lthough the vast majority of East Village is not accessible, because of all the 
road construction, a group of us will non the less walk down 8th Avenue and up 7th Avenue picking 
up garbage from the street, sidewalks and empty lots.  I went out and got cash donations from 
Battastilla Properties, B.J,’s Gym, CMLC, the Corner Drug Store and the East Village General Store in 
order to purchase some of the supplies and to pay for a lunch for all of those who participated.  Some 
8 – 10 people have now signed up but I’m hoping for a few more.  I got Pikstiks (to pick up garbage), 
bags, gloves and other paraphernalia from the City of Calgary Parks Department and our A lderman, 
Druh Farrell, sent out a press release.  Police constable Erin Partridge, our Community Liaison Officer 
will be walking w ith us and I understand Druh may walk with us as well (I’ve got Pikstiks ready for 
them with their names on them).  The Fire Department is on alert for that day as we will most likely 
find a number of undesirable items on our walk that will be flagged for their pick up and disposal.  
I’m hoping that this little project not only creates awareness for seniors and DFC but will also instill 
some community pride in the residents of East Village.  A lthough the activity will take place out of 
The Centre, I’ve opened it up to all seniors in East Village to participate and join us for a free lunch. 
 
The Calgary Municipal Land Corporation has sponsored a community garden in East Village.  The 
empty lot, directly behind DFC, will be transformed into a sea of bright color and fresh vegetables.  
Participants supply their own seeds and CMLC will provide all of the tools and instruction.  It w ill be 
great to see some color on that corner again.  Way to go, CMLC!!!   
 

Many of you already know this but, for those of you who don’t, Taimi is going to retire on July 10th 

after 16 years with DFC.  I’m not sure how I’m going to be able to replace her but between now and 
July 10th, feel free to stop into the office to bid her farewell.  She’s really going to be missed around 
here.

As the Spring Session of the Legislature is coming to a close for the summer break, I’ve had an 
opportunity to reflect extensively on a growing concern in Calgary and in our province: the ever-
worsening health care crisis we seem to find ourselves in today.  
 
While we’re all, by now, well aware of the realities of the economic downturn – realities that have 
been recently used to justify belt-tightening from a government with a deplorable record of unplanned 
spending – I can’t help but wonder how sound it is to compromise the very system that keeps us 
healthy, and ready to work and learn, in a desperate effort to balance the books?  
 
A quick perusal of the Calgary Herald points to how under siege our publicly funded, publicly 
delivered health care system is: we’ve seen a delisting of health services, including the elimination of 
chiropractic care. We’ve seen Stelmach’s government delay major health projects. In Calgary and 
throughout Alberta we have soaring wait-times for cataract surgery, and painfully long wait-times in 
hospital emergency rooms. Today, I read about new concerns regarding the abolition of community 
health councils . 
 
These are all developments that have happened since Alberta Health Minister Ron Liepert insisted 
Albertans stop whining about their health care. 
 
This isn’t about whining. 
 
Along with MLA Dave Taylor, Alberta Liberal Leader David Swann, and MLA Harry Chase, I hosted a 
town hall on May 20th to meet with seniors concerned about the direction we’re heading with our 
health care system. Just short of 100 people attended, and their concerns about accessing health 
care services, being able to afford increasing Blue Cross Premiums, and the uncertainty regarding 
changes to the Alberta Pharmaceutical Strategy, were very real. 
 
I know other Albertans are equally concerned by the headlines they read every day: hiring freezes for 
doctors and nurses, a failing Health Super Board , and the slow erosion of our public health care 
system. 
 
Along with my colleagues in the Alberta Liberal Caucus, I will be returning to Edmonton and the 
Legislature with a renewed commitment to defending our public health care system – the comments 
I’ve been hearing from seniors and other Calgarians in my constituency have insured that. 
 
If you want to join me in letting Premier Stelmach and Health Minister Liepert know the current 
worsening situation is unacceptable, please call them toll free at 310-0000. We need your help and 
your voice if we’re to make clear the importance of maintaining and strengthening our publicly funded, 
publicly delivered health care here in Alberta.  
 
We simply can’t let this erosion continue.
