CALGARY BUFFALO 
As you are probably aware, the Alberta Legislature has been out of session over the summer, and I 
have spent the past months working hard to meet with as many of my constituents as I could.  All of 
us MLAs are headed back to Edmonton for the fall session, which will start on October 26th. 
 
Upon our return to the legislature, one of the major issues that will be discussed is the redrawing of 
the Alberta electoral map.  This will be done through the Alberta Electoral Boundaries Commission.  
The Stelmach administration has given this body a legislated mandate to add four new seats to 
Alberta’s already bloated 83-seat Legislature.  Four new MLAs could cost Alberta taxpayers an 
additional $10 million! 
 
 In the 1990s, the Alberta Liberals proposed reducing the number of MLAs from 83 to 65.  The 
Conservatives have consistently pushed for more and more MLAs as the cities continue to grow and 
their MLAs scramble to make sure that their own seats don©t disappear.  It©s nothing more than taking 
care of their own, using your dollars. 
  
Many Albertans tend to think of Ontario as the home of big government, but if we followed formula 
that Ontario does we would have 29 MLAs.  British Columbia has 30% fewer MLAs for it’s population 
than we do.  Cities like Calgary and Edmonton have between 30% to 40% more population per 
municipal representative than Alberta does.  These are the same people who want to appoint a 
municipal auditor to oversee wasteful municipal spending! 
 
These are tough economic times and the Stelmach administration has instituted hiring freezes in 
health care and other government services.  Shouldn’t taxpayers expect the government to apply the 
same hiring freeze to MLA’s?  Increasing the size of government at a time when it is clearly not 
needed and the province can’t afford it is absurd and just plain wrong. 
 
Remember, you’re always welcome to drop by my constituency office. We’re located at 1177 – 11 
Avenue SW - right across from the Calgary Midtown Co-Op. I would be happy to help you with 
anything related to provincial matters, and you could always stop by just to chat.  When session 
starts I’ll be in Edmonton from Monday through Thursday, but will be back in Calgary on Fridays to 
meet with you.

Hello to Groundbreaking and Roadbuilding 
Rebuilding a neighbourhood takes equal parts imagination and infrastructure.   
 
Talk is one thing. Digging is quite another. In the community-building business, it’s when the shovel 
hits the gravel that you’ve got a commitment. And we’re committed. This year, a lot happened in East 
Village, but much of it was invisible to the untrained eye. Considerations of road placement, width, 
textures, paving, trees, signage, accessibility, lamp standards and a hundred other details are all 
connected and critical. So far, we’ve laid out two key arteries: Riverfront Avenue and Eighth Avenue 
SE.    
 
Eighth Avenue SE represents the signature thematic streetscape for East Village. It is pedestrian 
friendly versus vehicle focused. And as such, we are paying great attention to its design, 
functionality, usability and construction.  
 
Our imagination and vision for Eighth Avenue has not been limited by or restricted to development 
standards. In fact, you will note that many of the amenities and enhancements taking place along 
Eighth Avenue exceed city standards.   
 
The sidewalks will be 12 feet wide versus the standard 4 feet; bike racks will be placed along the 
avenue to encourage bicycle mobility into and out of downtown; more trees will be planted along the 
avenue to provide a comfortable park-like feeling and together with stylized benches will encourage 
residents to sit and visit. The light standards used will be human scaled (not as high) and there will be 
more of them. We recognize that increased lighting contributes to the safety of our community and 
that is important to us all. Finally, with pedestrian safety in mind, the intersection of Eighth Avenue 
and Fifth Street SE will be raised which will effectively slow down traffic and discourage speeding. 
 
We’re proud of the contributions we’re making to East Village’s revitalization. We’re on track to have 
the Eighth Avenue enhancements completed by the fall. And, we recognize that all these 
enhancements can be disruptive from time to time. And, so, we would like to thank you for your 
continued patience, support and feedback as we build Calgary’s newest, favourite neighbourhood.
