FROM THE COMMUNITY LIAISON OFFICERS 

POLICE AND COMMUNITIES WORKING TOGETHER 

 
Did you know that every community in the city has a police officer who’s dedicated to helping resolve community 
safety and security issues? Since 1998, each of Calgary’s policing districts has designated several “ community liaison 
officers”  who work w ith Calgarians every day to help keep this city safe.  
 
HOW YOUR COM M UNITY LIAISON OFFICERS CAN HELP 
 
Community liaison officers, or CLOs, are the Service’s ambassadors to businesses, residents and schools throughout the 
city. They focus on identifying and resolving issues of concern to everyone, such as vehicles speeding on certain streets, 
houses that may be a target for illegal activity, potential frauds aimed at businesses and parks that are being used as 
overnight gathering places.  
 
One successful initiative is the Graffiti Awareness and Abatement Program, which involves the community, city bylaw 
services and police. It works to increase public awareness of graffiti and encourage Calgarians to record, report and 
remove graffiti. 
 
The CLOs provide a key point of contact for community policing initiatives and problem-solving. They monitor crime 
trends, traffic concerns and social issues within their zone. They also keep track of the crime issues that are of particular 
concern to residents. 
 
HOW YOU CAN HELP 
  
If you have a security or safety concern in your community, contact your local CLO. They’ll talk w ith you and other 
community members about solutions for crime that may already be happening and about proactive measures that you 
can take to prevent further crime. 
 
The CLOs can put you in touch with other city agencies, all of which can work together to come up with practical, 
effective solutions. They also offer community presentations to help residents, businesses, associations and schools learn 
more about issues such as Internet safety, drug use, house and vehicle security, and protecting yourself against identify 
theft. 
 
Community involvement is an essential part of making our city the best it can be – your CLOs can help, and so can you!

St. Partrick©s Island 
Lightening Strikes Twice. 

East Village presents a very rare opportunity. Rarely does a city with a population of a million find itself with 
large block of undeveloped land in the centre of the city.  St Patrick©s Island presents a similarly opportunity.  
St Patrick©s Bridge,scheduled for completion in 2012, will open the island to the public.  
 
 There are many alternatives for the development of St Patrick©s Island. One option is commercial 
development, a ©Coney Island” style development. Such a development would have several advantages. It 
could be self financing. Indeed, if done properly, it might return significant revenue to the City of Calgary.  It 
would harness the creative energy of the private sector. However, there are several disadvantages to a 
commercial approach. Many would prefer a quieter, more contemplative and natural environment for this park. 
 
Another alternative is a family orientated park.  Such an approach could feature more than play grounds. It 
would be an opportunity to do outdoors, what institutions such as the Telus World of Science do indoors. 
Children (of all ages) could see, touch and feel displays of natural phenomena.  Proponents of such an 
approach argue that our society does far too little for our youngest citizens. This is an opportunity to make up 
for past neglect. Critics of such an approach argue that there aren©t many families with children in the city 
centre and there is little evidence that these demographics will change any time soon.  
 
At the other end of the demographic spectrum one could imagine a park dedicated to seniors and the kinds of 
recreation seniors enjoy,. Such an approach would cater to the existing demographics of the  city centre. The 
need for appropriate recreation for seniors will become all the more acute as the population ages.  Critics of 
this approach would argue that it is geared to East Village©s past rather than its future.  As East Village 
develops one would expect seniors would decrease as a percentage of the population of the inner city.  
 Of course there are other alternatives that we haven©t mentioned due to limitations of space. The future of this 
island need not be a hurried discussion. But what it lacks in urgency it makes up in  importance.  It is not too 
soon to begin the discussion of what we want to make of this unique opportunity.
