The Hon. Mr
Kwong's term is due to expire in the coming weeks, and heislikely to retire. | would liketo use
this month’s column to reflect on atruly remarkable Albertan, and to thank him for five years of
service to our province.

| had my first encounter with the so-called “China Clipper” in 1977. | was a seven-year-old
playing hockey for the Varsity Warriors. On achilly October evening, we were playing a game
on the outdoor rink in Varsity. Mr. Kwong's son played on the rival team from Triwood. His
son’s name was Randy, and man could that kid skate.

After the game, | asked my dad who the really fast skater on the Triwood team was, and he told
me. After we talked about how great a skater Randy was (he later received a hockey scholarship
to Harvard), my dad if | saw the small, spectacled man watching from the corner. | did, and my
dad then told me the story of the China Clipper. It was the story of how a slightly built man
played for the Edmonton Eskimos and dominated the Canadian Football League with his passion
and simple love of the game.

Mr Kwong was more than afootball player: he ran successful dry cleaning and real estate
companies, held numerous other positions (including president of the Calgary Stampeders) and
was a staple of Calgary’s volunteer community.

Most impressive though, isthat over the next 7 or 8 yearsthat | played against the hon. Mr.
Kwong's son, | cannot remember a single game that he missed. He was always there, standing
in the corner, quietly overlooking the game’s preceedings. Truly, the Lieutenant Governor isa
great man, and again | would like to thank the hon. Mr. and Mrs. Kwong for their service to the
Alberta people. They will be missed.

Protection of Calgary’s Heritage

Once considered dismissive of our historic resources, the City of Calgary has made
huge strides in the protection of Calgary’s heritage over the past year with a 47%
increase in heritage designations.

The ten sites designated in 2009 include some excellent examples of adaptive re-use
with buildings like the Simmons Factory Warehouse (1912), the Nellie McClung House
(1907), and the Customs House (1916). The Simmons Factory Warehouse produced
beds for the Canadian military in World War 1l and is now headquarters for the East
Village redevelopment. Nellie McClung is best known for garnering the right for women
to serve in the Canadian Senate and her house now provides character office space.
The Customs House, significant for its role as the federal government’s customs office
in Calgary from1916 t01979, is home to a leading architectural firm and Cantos Music
Foundation.

In addition to the significant increase in municipal designations, with 550 historic sites
on its evaluated heritage inventory, Calgary is now considered a national leader in
heritage landscapes. The recent restoration of Reader Rock Garden, Central Memorial
Park, and the Vacant Lots Garden Club community garden in Bridgeland is garnering
the interest of heritage groups across the country.

Calgary’s future historic treasures are continually being created. A date of 25 years
prior to the present date can be used to determine a site® eligibility for inclusion on The
City of Calgary® Inventory of Evaluated Historic Resources. Proposed sites undergo a
thorough evaluation with a system that came into effect in June 2008. The role of
community members has been critical in identifying these sites, adding value and
meaning to the process.
